7:30 p.m. – Parks and Recreation Director - Christina Ketchum and Public Works        Foreman – Donald MacNeil.
· Discussion was held regarding the bike track.

· The track was not designed or built correctly and is not being used.

· Christina provided pictures of the new engineered track that was built by HOOT in Beaverlodge noting that she has not received quotes yet on how much it will cost to redo our track.
· Advised that a decision needs to be made whether it should be rebuilt or removed.

· Measurements were taken in the south east corner of the sports field and there is enough room for a softball diamond.
· Christina advised that it cost approximately three hundred thousand dollars to build a ball diamond complete however the cost would not be that much as all we would need is a back stop and shale.

· Advised that even though the volleyball courts were dug up and redone this year they are still not correct and will need to be redone again in the spring with proper ground work to prevent weeds from coming through and have proper sand put in.

· Noted that it is frustrating that projects don’t get completed properly the first time or they are not able to be maintained after.

· Soccer Pitch needs work and we only have junior nets.

· Discussion was held regarding whether or not people will utilize these areas after they are built.

· Councillor Gundersen recommended that the Parks and Recreation Board do up a brief survey and ask the community what they would like to see for sporting amenities.

· Discussion was held regarding ideas to try and engage youth and parents in sports.

· Discussion was held regarding Parks and Recreation needing more dedicated man power to build and maintain green space, parks and sport amenities.

· Christina advised that a new spray park would be a three to five year plan.
· CAO Parker advised that MSI funding for the next few years will be dedicated to road repairs.
