· Discussion was held regarding the Wembley Snowmobile club possibly doing ice racing on Ringling Lake.

· Christina advised that Ringling Lake is now under care and control of the Town of Wembley and not Ducks Unlimited and she will investigate further requirements for this request.

· Councillor McCallum feels that there should be more of a discussion at a Council level with regards to direction and a business plan for this area.
· Council directed Christina to write up the lease agreements with the conditions discussed by Town Council as well as the Parks and Recreation Board and the Stakeholder User Committee and then bring the recommended lease back to Council for review.
