· Bart explained that their operations run 24/7 and their scheduling is at the mercy of CN.

·  CN spots their trains whenever they want and then Source Energy only has twenty-four hours unload the cars.

· Source Energy has no control over or say in when they receive train cars.

· Explained that although it seems as if the engine is sitting in one spot idling that is not actually the case.
· The engine pulls the cars through the plant to unload and it takes eight minutes to unload the car, so the engine is actually moving forty feet every eight minutes.

· Bart also explained that there is additional noise right now because of the construction of the new rail line, however this will stop shortly as the line is almost complete.

· Discussion was held regarding noise mitigation options.

· Options of the Town working with Source Energy and CN on building a berm with trees along the top were discussed.

· Bart will take this idea to Corporate for discussion and Councillor McCallum will reach out to CN for approval and support.

· Bart advised that the weeds along the track have been sprayed and will be working with Public Works Foreman on getting more calcium onto the west access road.
