· In Town calls are down but County calls are up.
· Oilfield Leases are getting hit hard with theft of batteries and vandalism.

· Four check stops were done with a few impaired charges.

· Halloween was a success, there was not one call and attributes this to the Fire Department being out present on the streets.

· Explained the new Crime Mapping program, noting that it is a link that we can put on our website and it is updated daily showing areas where crime happened.

· This program was developed as an awareness for people in hopes that if they see that a crime was committed it might trigger a thought if they saw something suspicious to call it in.
· There have been no cannabis related incidents since its legalization.

·  Struggling with staffing again, one new recruit on board, one full time transferring to Grande Prairie.
· A full complement at the detachment is eight and they are currently running at four.

· There is a new pilot program running that is designed for officers to be able to dictate their reports from their vehicles, then the reports are forwarded and typed up by civilians, with the intent of keeping officers out of the office and on the road more.
